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 1. INTRODUCTION  

The first UK-India International Workshop on Cognitive Wireless Systems (UKIWCWS 

2009) was held at IIT Delhi, New Delhi, India during 11-12 December, 2009. This workshop 

was co-organized by the IEEE Delhi and IEEE UKRI Sections and also partly funded by the 

UK-India Education and Research Initiative (UKIERI), Engineering and Physical Sciences 

Research Council UK (EPSRC) and Department of Science and Technology (DST), India.  

Over 60 participants attended the workshop from India, UK and Canada. About 70 

manuscripts were submitted for review. Following the review process, 46 papers were 

selected for oral presentation, corresponding to an acceptance rate of approximately 65 

percent.  

The workshop started with the opening addresses by Professor M. Balakrishnan, Deputy 

Director, IIT Delhi who highlighted the need of cooperation between UK and Indian 

researchers to advance cutting edge research in engineering and technology. Brief speeches 

were made by officials from sponsoring bodies, Department of Science and Technology, 

India (DST) and Research Councils UK (RCUK).  

2. TECHNICAL PROGRAM  

On the first day of workshop, three single sessions were held and 16 papers were presented. 

Sessions were chaired by Professor Jonathan Chambers, Dr John Thompson and Dr Ranjan 

K. Mallik. Papers presented covered different aspects of signal processing and information 

theoretic issues in cognitive radio networks.  

Professor Vijay K. Bhargawa from University of British Columbia was the keynote speaker 

on second day of the workshop. He delivered his very interesting and informative keynote 
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speech on advances in cognitive radio networks. Two parallel sessions were held on the 

second day of workshop where 30 papers were presented on various aspects of cognitive 

radio and related wireless technologies. Second day sessions were chaired by Professor 

Burnie Mulbrew,  Professor David Parish, Dr Adrish Banerjee and  Professor Ravinder David 

Koilpillai. The Workshop banquet was held on the evening of first day of workshop at Villa 

Medici, Taj Mahal Hotel, New Delhi.  

Overall, workshop was a great success. On behalf of the participants, organizers would like to 

gratefully acknowledge the generous support received from UKIERI, EPSRC, DST, RCUK 

and IIT Delhi.
